Institution of Police Technical Diplomas 

Decree N° 2003/082 of 16 April 2003.

The President of the Republic hereby decrees as follows :

Chapter I — General provisions

Art. 1 : Police Technical Diplomas are hereby instituted at the National security. The conditions of award of the said diplomas and the benefits attaching thereto are laid down of this decree. The said diplomas shall be awarded following specialization and further training courses taken by officials of the National Security.

Art. 2 : Police Technical Diplomas shall include :

- General Technical Diploma Part I (GTD I)

- General Technical Diploma Part II (GTD II)

- General Technical Diploma Part III (GTD III)

- General Technical Proficiency Certificate Part I (GTPC I)

- General Technical Proficiency Certificate Part II (GTPC II)

- General Technical Proficiency Certificate Part III (GTPC III)

- Police Technical Certificate Part I (PTC I)

- Police Technical Certificate Part II (PTC II)

- Police Technical Certificate Part III (PTC III)

- Police Higher Technical Diploma (PHTD)

(2) Each diploma shall mention the speciality

Art. 3 : Police Technical Diplomas shall be awarded to officials of the National Security corps who have passed an end-of-training course examination.

Art. 4 : Specialization and further training courses shall cover professional, scientific, technical or administrative subjects, scheduled by the Head of the National Security corps in accordance with National Security needs.

Art. 5 : A basic admission qualification shall be laid down for all levels and in all subjects, as follows :

Level 1 : GTD I

- Basic qualification : Police Constable, Grade 1

Level 2 : GTD II

- Basic qualification : Police Constable, Grade 2

Level 3 : GTD III

- Basic qualification : Senior Police Constable

Level 4 : GTPC I

- Basic qualification : Police Inspector, Grade 1

Level 5 : GTPC II

- Basic qualification : Police Inspector, Grade 2

Level 6 : GTPC III

- Basic qualification : Senior Police Inspector

Level 7 : PTC I

- Basic qualification : Assistant Superintendent of Police, Grade 1

Level 8 : TPC II

- Basic qualification : Assistant Superintendent of Police, Grade 2

Level 9 : TPC III

- Basic qualification : Deputy Superintendent of Police

Level 10 : PHTD

- Basic qualification : Superintendent of Police.

Chapter II — Conditions for award of Police technical diplomas and benefits attached thereto

Art. 6 : The minimum duration of training courses for the award of Police Technical Diplomas shall be fixed at nine consecutive months for Superintendents of Police and Deputy and Assistant Superintendents of Police, and at six consecutive months for Inspectors of Police and Police Constables.

I — General Technical Diploma Part I (GTD I)

Art. 7 : Police Constables, Grade 1 who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test under specialized training course for the award of the General Technical Diploma. Part I :

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- not be subject to any on-going disciplinary sanction;

- have effectively worked for three years in that capacity on the date of selection;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 8 : The holder of the General Technical Diploma Part I Shall be promoted to the rank of Police Constable, Grade 2.

II — General Technical Diploma Part II (GTD II)

Art. 9 : Police Constables, Grade 2 who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test to undergo a specialized training course for the award of the General Technical Diploma Part II:

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- have effectively served for three years in that capacity on the date of selection;

- not be subject to any on-going disciplinary action;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 10 : Holders of the General Technical Diploma Part II shall be promoted to the rank of Senior Police Constable.

III — General Technical Diploma Part III (GTD III)

Art. 11: Senior Police Constables who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test to undergo a specialized training course for the award of the General Technical Diploma Part III:

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- have effectively served for three years on the date of the test;

- never have been inflicted an on-going disciplinary sanction;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 12: Holders of the General Technical Diploma Part III shall be admitted to the second year training cycle of cadet Inspectors of Police at the Police Training College.

IV — General Technical Proficiency Certificate, Part I (GTPC I)

Art. 13: Police Inspectors, Grade 1, who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test to undergo a specialized training course for the award of the General Technical Proficiency Certificate Part I :

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- have effectively served as Inspector of Police, Grade I for three years on the date of the test;

- never have been inflicted any on-going disciplinary sanction;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 14: Holders of the General Technical Proficiency Certificate, Part I (GTPCI) shall be entitled to promotion to the rank of Inspector of Police, Grade 2.

V- General Technical Proficiency Certificate, Part II (GTPC II)

Art. 15: Inspectors of Police, Grade 2, who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test to undergo a specialized training course for the award of the General Technical Proficiency Certificate Part II :

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- have effectively served in this capacity for three years on the date of the test;

- never have been inflicted any on-going disciplinary sanction;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 16: Holders of the General Technical Proficiency Certificate, Part II shall be entitled to promotion to the rank of Senior Inspector of Police.

VI — General Technical Proficiency Certificate, Part III (GTPC III) 

Art. 17: Senior Inspectors of Police who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test to undergo a specialized training course for the award of the General Technical Proficiency Certificate Part III :

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- have effectively served for three years in that capacity on the date of the test;

- never have been inflicted any on-going disciplinary sanction;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 18: Holders of the General Technical Proficiency Certificate, Part III shall be admitted to the second year training cycle for cadet Assistant Superintendents of Police at the National Advanced Police School.

VII — Police Technical Certificate Part I (PTCI) 

Art. 19: Assistant Superintendents of Police, Grade 1, who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test to undergo a specialized training course for the award of the Police Technical Certificate Part I :

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- never have been inflicted any on-going disciplinary sanction;

- have effectively served in this capacity for at least three years on the date of the test;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 20: Holders of the Police Technical Certificate Part I shall be entitled to promotion to the rank of Inspector of Assistant Superintendent of Police, Grade 2.

VIII — Police Technical Certificate Part II (PTCTII)

Art. 21: Assistant Superintendents of the Police, Grade 2, who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test to undergo a specialized training course for the award of the Police Technical Certificate Part II:

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- never have been inflicted any on-going disciplinary sanction;

- have effectively served in this capacity for at least three years on the date of the test;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 22: Holders of the Police Technical Certificate, Part II shall be entitled to promotion to the rank of Deputy Superintendent of Police.

IX — Police Technical Certificate Part III (PTCIII) 

Art. 23: Deputy Superintendents of the Police who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test to undergo a specialized training course for the award of the Police Technical Certificate Part III:

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- never have been inflicted any on-going disciplinary sanction;

- have effectively served in this capacity for at least three years on the date of the test;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 24: Holders of the Police Technical Certificate Part III shall be admitted to the second year training cycle for cadet superintendents of police at the National Advanced Police School.

X — Police Higher Technical Diploma (PHTD)

Art. 25: Superintendents of Police who fulfil the following conditions may be allowed to sit the selection test for the specialized course leading to the award of the Police Higher Technical Diploma:

- have a good sense of duty and an average professional mark of at least 17/20 for the last two years;

- never have been inflicted any on-going disciplinary sanction;

- must have served as Superintendent of Police for at least four years on the date of the test;

- have been declared fit for physical activities by a National Security medical officer.

Art. 26: Holders of the Police Higher Technical Diploma shall be entitled to promotion to the rank of Senior Superintendent of Police.

Chapter III: Technical Proficiency Bonus

Art. 27: Holders of Police Technical Diplomas shall be entitled to a technical proficiency bonus granted by order of the Head of the National Security Corps.

Art. 28: (1) The rates of the technical proficiency bonus shall be fixed as follows:

- Holders of the PHTD 15,000 francs

- Holders of the PTCI, PTC II, or PTC III 10,000 francs

- Holders of the GTPCI, GTPCII or GTPIII 6,000 francs

- Holders of the GTDI, GTDII or GTD III 5,000 francs

(2) Senior Superintendents of Police or Commissioners of Police admitted to undergo a specialization course for a period of at least 6 (six) months shall be entitled to an advancement in incremental position and a technical proficiency bonus of 20,000 francs.

(3) The technical proficiency bonus shall be paid monthly to the beneficiaries under the same conditions as their salary.

Art. 29: There shall be no concurrent payment of the technical proficiency bonus.

Chapter IV- Transitional and final provisions

Art. 30: Diplomas or certificates awarded to some National Security officials in accordance with the conditions laid down by Decree No. 80/78 of 6 March 1980 and Decree No. 94/206 of 7 October 1994 or as a result of a special authorization to undergo training awarded prior to the date of signature of this decree by the Head of the National Security corps could be accepted as equivalent to the diplomas and certificates instituted by this decree.

Art. 31: (1) Assistant Superintendents of Police who are holders of the former Police Technical Certificate but have not yet been granted the benefits attached to the said diploma shall be entitled to an advancement to the grade immediately above.

However, Deputy Superintendents of Police who are holders of the Police Technical Certificate may be entitled only to an advancement in incremental position.

(2) Inspectors of Police who are holders of the former General Technical Proficiency Certificate but have not yet been granted the benefits attached to the said certificate shall be entitled to an advancement to the grade immediately above.

However, Senior Inspectors of Police who are holders of the General Technical Proficiency Certificate may be entitled only to an advancement in incremental position.

(3) Police Constables who are holders of the former General Technical Diploma Part I but have not yet been granted the benefits attached to the said diploma shall be entitled to an advancement to the grade immediately above.

However, Senior Police Constables who are holders of the General Technical Diploma Part II shall be entitled only to an advancement in incremental position.

Art. 32: The Minister in charge of finance and the Head of the National Security Corps are responsible, each in his own sphere, for the implementation of this decree which repeals all provisions repugnant thereto.

Art. 33: This decree shall be registered and published in the Official Gazette in English and French
